It is also necessary for the society to have the following three
things — plurality of individuals, social relations, and social
interaction. Whether society is defined as a group of individuals in
which humans can lead a normal life or as a network of social
relations, it has its own way of life which is called culture.
According to Ellie Chinoy, society can be defined in terms of its
main institutions, family, religious, economic, political,
educational, etc.
