To discuss the functions of rulers in Harappan society, it is very important to
not down the different view on the Harappan society. [t is assumed that there
was ftheocratic federalism. We can discuss functions performed by the
Harappan rulers as given below.

i} Evidences shown that complex decision were taken and

implemented by the rules.
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i} Plans and layout were prepared under the guidance and
supervisions of the rules

iii}) The rulers looked after the welfare of the economic external and
internal trades were promoted by the rules.

iv) As some scholars assumed there were priest rulers who performed
ritual practices.

V) Group of Archaeologist are of the opinion that there was no single
ruler but several one who were fully responsible for the
development of area.

Materials which required for craft production in Harappan civilization are as
follow —
Stone, clay, copper, tin, bronze, gold, faience, shell, carnelian, jasper, crystal,
steatite, quartz and timber etc.
As some raw materials were locally available whereas some were purchased
from distant places. Soil and wood were locally available raw materials. Stone,
metal, fine guality wood were procured from distant places.
MNageshwar and Balacot were famous for laips Lazuli. Rajasthan and Gujarat
were famous of copper. Expedition was sent to Khetri region of Rajasthan for

Copper and South India for Gold.

i) The saints of Bhakti movement believe in one God God is
omnipresent, omnipotent and omniscient.

i} The Bhakti saint emphasised on leading a simple and pure life.

iii) Bhakti saint had unflinching faith in Guru. According to them, Guru
units every separately soul with the Lord.

iv) The Bhakti saint did not believe in caste system. They preached the
massage of equality and held that caste based distinction are
baseless,

In Tamil Nadu Bhakti traditions was started by the Alwars and Nayanars saints

in 6% Century AD. Alwars saints were devoted to Vishnu whereas Nayanars to
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Shiva. They travelled from one place to another place singing the songs in
praise to God. They recognized certain religious places as abode of their
devotional deities. Many temples were constructed at the holy places. They had
became pilgrim centers, These saints began a movement of opposition against
the caste system and dominance of Brahmans. The most impressive features of
the tradition was the presence of women. Andal a woman Alwar who
composed religious songs. Karaikkal Ammaiyar a woman MNayanars was a

devoted woman.

Why was Revolt particularly wide spread in Awadh 7 what promoted the

Peasants Talugdars and Zamindars to join the revolt

The revolt started as Military uprising. Its causes were deeply rooted in the
changing conditions and draw its strenth from several elements of this
discontent against British Rules. There are many causes of this uprising.

i} Political Cause-The policy of annexation during administration of
Lord Dalhousi was specially resented. Some states were taken over
in the absence of natural heirs. There was plea for misgovernance of
Avwadh.

i} Economic Causes-As there was drain of wealth and destruction of
Industries due to flooding of British machine made goods. There
prevailed  oppressive  agrarian  svstem. There  persisted
unemployment and poverty among the masses.

iif) Eeligious Causes -

a) Spread of Western Education

b] Maltreatment of Indian, Propagation of Christianity

iv) Military Causes - Unrest among the Indian soldiers, Greased
cartridges and other

OR
The most prominent part area of the mutinity of 1857 was the area of kingdom
of Awadh. Following are the main reasons of this uprising in this area:

i} The Nawab of Awadh Wazid Alishah was removed by Dalhousie on
the pretext of poor governance. This removal was looked upon by

people as insult
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i} There was strong anti british sentiments in Awadh from the level of
Talugdars to Peasants Talugdars were rich landlords collecting taxes
and enforcing law and orders. Now their autonomy ceased to exist.

Moreover peasants were forced to pay higher taxes.

iii) The Muslim of north India looked upon British as snatcher of their
empire. Awadh which had substantial Muslim population burst out
against company rules. Infact, the then govt. of East India Company,

described the mass uprising of Awadh as Muslim conspiracy.
