In 1351-55, there was a war
between the states that wanted to retain slavery and those supporting
ab:mmnn The latter won. Slavery was abolished, though it was only in the
we.ntieth century that the African Amen::ans were able to win the battle
far civil liberties, and segregation between 'whites' and 'non-whites in
schools and public transpart was ended.

The Canadian gavernment had a problem which was not to be solved for
along time, and which seemed more urgent than the guestion of the
natives -in 1763 Canada had been won by the British after a war with
France. The French settlers repeatedy demanded autonomous political
ctatus. It was only in 1867 that this problem was solved by organising
canada as a Confederation of autonomous states.
